Name of activity:
Learning goals

Type of activity: 
Evaluation of Information Communication Technology (ICT) skills, knowledge of Moodle; Planning learning goals

Topic: 
Reflections on what I know and how I can improve

Material: 
PowerPoint presentation, coloured cards, large grid with skills categories

Number of learners: 
12
Language level: 
B1 or higher

Time: 
60 minutes

Goal: 
To encourage participants to improve their existing ICT skills and to learn more about Moodle platform or to use advanced features of the Moodle in module 3

Possible challenges:
The learners may become discouraged by the ICT skills and competence of other participants 

Preparation: 
The grid has to be prepared with 3 categories of ICT and Moodle competence and placed on a large board ready for the participants to pin their competence level and goal cards


The grid with examples has to be presented on PP 


The room has to be large enough so that the participants can circulate and discuss their competence level with the others

Procedure: 
The teachers explain the ICT competence levels to the participants. They give examples of what they “can do”, what they “would like to be able to do” within the next few months, and what they “will do” in the near future (e.g. in module 3 of Teaching Culture!); Then the students will be given three coloured cards each, one for ICT skills, one for Moodle skills and one for any other technology-based skills. Then they pin the cards on the board in 3 stages:


Stage 1: Students write keywords about their existing knowledge and skills


Stage 2: Students write keywords about what they would like to know

Students get together in groups and discuss their wish list. Then on the basis of skills’ “supply and demand” they will pair off to plan stage 3, i.e. concrete plans of exchanging skills and competence development 


Stage 3: Pairs of students write keywords about what they will do 

Follow up: 
Teachers identify need for support and provide guidelines and examples in a “technical café” (forum) on the moodle platform

Comments:
This lesson can be thought by one or two teachers. However group work can be better facilitated by two teachers
