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Name of activity:
“How far can I get in my society”
Type of activity: 
role play and evaluation

Topic: 
stereotypes, reflexion about reasons for disadvantages in society

Material: 
Role cards; questions for the “getting forward” activity, 

Number of learners: 
8-18

Language level: 
B1 or higher

Time: 
60 minutes

Goal: 
At the end of the activity, the learners will be able to differentiate between different reasons for disadvantages in society, such as gender, age, social level, educational level, ethnicity etc.

Possible challenges:
learners might focus on ethnicity as the only reason for discrimination, the teacher might have to point them towards the other options

Preparation: 
- Role cards have to be prepared, one role per participant
- questions for teacher
- a big pen etc. to substitute as a microphone in the interview phase

- a room big enough so that all participants can stand in a line and have enough room to walk up to 10 small steps forward

Procedure: 
Phase 1 (role play “Getting ahead”): 
- Give one role card to each participant and make them stand in a line. Explain that you will read out questions. Whenever a participant feels that his or her character could answer that question with “yes”, can walk one step forward. 
- Read out the questions one by one and make participants walk forward.
Phase 2 (interview)
- Take a big pen or real microphone and interview participants. Walk between them and interview both people in front and people at the back. Ask them who they are and which questions they could answer with “yes” and with “no”.
Phase 3 (evaluation/reflexion)
- Make participants sit in a circle. Ask them to reflect about the experience in two phases. First, they stay in role and talk about the experiences and about their feelings (feeling good or bad about walking on or staying behind etc.). Secondly, ask them to leave their roles and reflect upon reasons for staying behind or getting on. They should focus on the variety of reasons for not getting on in a society.
